This signed agreement will span the next 10 years and highlights the growing international impact of the JSF program. CAE sees weak simulator sales, to cut 500 jobs
MONTREAL, Feb 4 (Reuters) - CAE Inc, said on Monday it will cut 500 jobs, or 7 percent of its workforce, because of the weakness in the commercial flight simulator market as worldwide air travel has slumped in the wake of the Sept 11 attacks on the United States. The world's No. 1 maker of aerospace and defense simulators said the cuts, mainly among the 4,500 employees of its Montreal manufacturing plant, were a reaction to a drop of nearly a quarter in new orders for commercial simulators over the past few months.

CACI an Awardee of $50 Million Simulation Contract to Support Joint Warfare System for Secretary of Defense 
ARLINGTON, Va., Feb. 4 /PRNewswire-FirstCall/ -- CACI International Inc announced today that it has been chosen as one of the awardees in a suite of blanket purchase agreements (BPAs) valued at $50 million over five years to continue supporting the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) in developing, maintaining, and providing user support for the Joint Warfare System (JWARS), a modeling and simulation program for the armed forces.  The contract was awarded through the General Services Administration Federal Supply Service Information Technology Schedule for one base year and five option years.  CACI's winning team includes as major subcontractors Computer Sciences Corporation, Lockheed Martin Information Systems, Logicon (now part of Northrop Grumman Information Technology), and Sonalysts, Incorporated. Users can simulate multiple scenarios to determine the best way to deploy forces, weapons, and supplies, for example deciding whether a conflict should be limited to air strikes or if and when ground forces should be introduced.  Moreover, with its ability to simulate weapon performance under different conditions, JWARS also supports trade-off analysis of current vs. future weapon systems. CACI helped to pioneer the development of modeling and simulation systems for the military in the early 1960s when the company introduced SIMSCRIPT, the world's first simulation programming language.  Since then, CACI has consistently upgraded its modeling and simulation technology, incorporating state-of-the-art software developments and best practices.  The company now supports a wide range of simulation programs for both joint and individual military services, amassing expertise that strengthens its ability to meet JWARS requirements effectively and on time.  CACI's ability to reuse software that has already proven effective on related simulation systems also offers OSD savings in software development time and cost. "CACI brings in-depth technical and functional understanding to the Joint Warfare System," said Ken Johnson, CACI's President of U.S. Operations. DEFENSE DEPARTMENT TO SHARE SPECTRUM WITH FIRST RESPONDERS

Feb. 5, 2002 -- The Department of Defense today submitted its report to Congress regarding the feasibility of sharing the 138-144 MHz band with public safety users. A DoD Joint Spectrum Center engineering study identified ways sharing would be possible without interfering with DoD operations. Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Spectrum and C3 Policy Steven Price said, "We believe it is possible to share portions of the 138-144 MHz band with public safety users on a limited, coordinated basis. DoD is willing to work with National Telecommunications and Information Administration, state and local governments and first responders on a case-by-case basis to explore sharing the band for the common good."

FCC APPOINTS CHAIRMAN OF SPECTRUM TASK POLICY FORCE
(Newsbytes – Feb. 12, 2002) The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) appointed Paul Kolodzy to chair the agency's new task force created to address controversial spectrum policy issues. In addition to assuming the committee chairmanship, Kolodzy will serve as senior spectrum policy advisor in the FCC's Office of Engineering and Technology. Prior to joining the FCC, Kolodzy was a program manager at the advanced technology office of the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA), where he oversaw the development of next-generation wireless communications technologies for the military. According to the FCC, Kolodzy's most recent post at DARPA is poised to develop technology that could fundamentally change the way in which wireless spectrum is allocated for future use by military and commercial systems. That experience makes him uniquely qualified to chair the FCC spectrum policy committee, which is charged with finding ways to relocate the military and other federal agencies from several tracts of wireless spectrum targeted for use by the private sector.
